Arched, Radiused, Curved and Segmented -

What does it all mean?

Arched, radiused, curved, and segmented hollow metal doors and frames have long been desirable
architectural designs, combining the strength and durability of hollow metal with a designers or
architects creative touch. Let's take a look at the different types and terminology.

"Arched" or "Radiused” frames typically refer to transom
frames or borrowed lites that are rounded at the top. These
can be a simple arch, or a complex "sunburst"-type design.
Completely round "porthole" windows can also be fabricated.

"Curved” versus "Segmented”. True "curved" doors and
~ frames can be fabricated for curved wall applications. The
curve of these doors and frames are engineered and
fabricated to follow the curve of the wall precisely. Fora
more economical approach, HMX can build "segmented”
frames and standard doors. (See drawing below). Straight
sections of frames are connected by special angled miters or
Dep H“dah"-“r a mullions to achieve a curved effect without the added cost of
al [ty a true curve. Thanks fo fire testing performed within the past
few years, HMX's segmented frames can even be fire rated!
